	Chris has a rare combination of athleticism and power.  He is a patient runner at the LOS, but once he makes his read he explodes through the hole in a flash.  He can grind it out between the hashes all day wearing defenses down, as lowers his should to initiate contact and breaks most arm tackles by running through them.  He is very elusive in space, showing the quickness and balance to make sharp cuts without breaking stride, and the speed to hit a homerun anywhere on the field.
	Struggled throughout his college career with different injuries.  Very poor route runner, basically runs in a straight line and slows down when he looks back to the QB.  Lacks natural hands to catch the ball out of the backfield.  While he consistently finds the unblocked man he does not play with effective blocking technique, as he does not punch aggressively or lock on with his hands, and does not move his feet consistently.  

	SUMMARY

	Widely considered the top overall prospect in the nation coming into college, Chris lived up to his potential as a runner when he was on the field.  He has elite acceleration through the LOS, and has an extra gear that helps him pull away, and seems to have at least one huge, game changing run every game.  He has great feet which help him dance through traffic and cut sharply and efficiently.  Not only is he tough to bring down in space but he is a beast inside as well, as he drops his pads and drives his legs until the whistle, showing he can consistently pick up the tough yards in short yardage situations.  Despite his natural running skills and toughness at the POA, he has other flaws in his game that keep him from being a complete, every down back.  As a receiver he does not catch the ball consistently and does not run precise routes.  He is capable of being a much better blocker as well, but he is not competitive enough and seems to be satisfied with just getting his body in the way of pass rushers, rarely initiating contact, and he often doesn’t help out his linemen by chipping on his way out into his routes.  While these are parts of his game that can certainly be improved through proper coaching, his injury history is a huge concern, and could prevent him from being drafted as high as his athleticism warrants.  If he can prove he can stay healthy and on the field consistently, and can improve his third down skills, he clearly has the skills to be one of the elite players in the NFL, and is already drawing comparisons to Adrian Peterson.  Potential aside, in principle I would be hesitant to draft a running back in the top 5, especially one who already has major durability concerns.
