Must translate his competitiveness as a receiver to his blocking.  With his frame, he should be able to sustain blocks better but he does not play with good leverage and does not initiate contact.  Made headlines at the Combine with his injury announcement, and while it should be fine after treatment, teams may be hesitant to draft him as high as previously considered.

	SUMMARY

	After re-writing the record books his red-shirt freshman season at Texas Tech, Michael received a lot of national attention, but scouts were skeptical of how much of his success was due to his talent and how much was due to the wide open offense his school is famous for.  It didn’t take much film study to realize that he is clearly the real deal, as he has a vast skill set that will help him translate his game to the NFL.  He has outstanding hands, consistently catches the ball away from his body and rarely drops the ball.  He is a very aggressive route runner who despite his lack of top end speed and explosiveness can run the full route tree, and create separation with his physical play.  He must shore up his blocking skills in order to round out his game, but he clearly has the size and strength to be effective.  He reminds me of Braylon Edwards, albeit with significantly more consistent hands.  He is clearly a top 15 pick and should be able to step in and contribute to his team very early on in his rookie season.
