	Travis has rare athleticism for the position.  He is a very fluid athlete who consistently stretches the linebackers, and can line up all over the field to create confusion and match up problems.  Has great feet and hips to make sharp cuts and create separation.  Has great hands, catches away from his body and makes the tough catch with regularity.  Uses body well to go up in traffic and come down with the ball, and is not intimidated by big hits. 
	Is a liability as a blocker.  Does not block with good technique and leverage at the POA, as he tends to reach and get tossed around by his shoulder pads because of his poor strength.  On underneath routes he does not always run at top speed, and rounds off the route, hurting his ability to get separation against backers and nickel corners fast enough to keep up with him.  Consistently the last man off the snap when he lines up on the LOS.

	SUMMARY

	Beckum opted to return to Wisconsin for his senior year, which unfortunately did not work out in his favor as the season was cut short due to a broken leg.  While the leg and other durability concerns will be an issue for teams, his athletic ability when he is on the field makes him a dangerous weapon in the passing game.  He has outstanding speed and quickness, allowing him to get downfield, forcing teams to try to cover him with a nickel corner or safety.  He has the ability to run excellent routes as he has great foot quicks and loose hips.  He has been compared to Dallas Clark because of his speed, ball skills and versatility and effectiveness lining up in the slot or even out wide, but he is actually a more fluid and explosive athlete than Clark.  Blocking is a huge concern for Travis, as although he has become more competitive at the POA, he simply does not have the strength to hold blocks with consistency.  Travis definitely fits the mold of the modern day TE, and while he can’t be used as a blocker, will be a great weapon receiving for whoever drafts him.  Durability concerns should drop him to the second round, but don’t be surprised if a team falls in love with his athleticism and takes him at the end of the first if medical checks out.
