	Eugene has a very good set of feet that help him get out in space and shuffle to cut off the edge.  He shows the quickness to get out of his stance and into position, and attack the second level on pulls and scoops, where he easily walls off his linebacker when he stays over his feet.  While he is clearly athletic enough to play with proper leverage and knee bend, too often he gets upright at the snap, which hurts his ability to redirect on inside moves.  In terms of run blocking and defending against the bull rush, he does a nice job of sinking his hips and driving his man out.

	Consistency is the single biggest issue with Eugene on film, as he often seems satisfied to deliver an initial blow and then quit on his man to watch the play.  While he has all of the athleticism needed to shuffle and redirect properly, and locate in space, his first move tends to be to stand up, and he also stops his feet and reaches for too many blocks at the second level.  On plays to the opposite side when he is asked to get downfield to block, he again, tends to stop and watch the play.  He falls off of way too many run blocks as well because of stopping his feet.  When he is playing with proper technique, he shows 
very good power with his hand punch, and has the ability to drive his man backward if he wants to.

	Eugene is a top level athlete for the tackle position, showing an excellent combination of power, agility, and speed.  He anticipates the snap well and has a very quick first step, enabling him to kick out to the corner and maintain position on speed rushers when he utilizes his good footwork.  Looks very comfortable in space.  He gets into the defender’s chest quickly with solid initial strikes, and shows that he can be a very effective drive blocker at the POA.  Knows when to help his guards and TE’s, and is very quick to diagnose and attack blitzes and stunts.  
	I have major questions about his effort level, as he falls off of way too many blocks because of sloppy technique, and often seems satisfied just to initiate contact and watch the play develop, even if it is to his side.  He gets upright at the snap which hurts his ability to withstand bull rushes and prevents him from redirecting properly on inside moves.  While he gets out to the second level with ease on combo blocks and pulls, he doesn’t consistently locate and eliminate his man because he bends at the waist and tries to reach for the defender.

	SUMMARY

	This is an excellent year in terms of athletic offensive tackles, and Monroe is near the top of this list.  He gets off the ball very well, and has excellent feet which allow him to shuffle to the edge with ease to foil the quickest of edge rushers.  He also has the power to compliment his athleticism, as he consistently gets his hands on his defender first, showing the ability to drive his man out or torque and wall off.  Although he clearly possesses all the tools teams look for in a franchise left tackle, his inconsistent play sends up red flags.  He either falls off or gives up on blocks way too quickly, and rarely finishes with the kind of intensity and passion expected from of player of his caliber.  While certainly knows how and demonstrates proper leverage, he at times seems disinterested, and stands straight up without bending his knees, content to catch and hold his man up.  Aggressive defenders have had some success against him with quick rip moves to the inside, as he does not always put himself in proper position to be able to shuffle back inside.  While he possesses the talent of a top 10 pick, with so many other talented linemen at such a close level, I would not want to draft him in the first round.  However, if he can find the right coach how can get into his head and get him to perform up to his potential, he is capable of anchoring his team’s offensive line for the next decade.
