	SUMMARY

	Scouts don’t need to be told beforehand that Alex Mack is one of the best center prospects the last 15+ years, its obvious the first time they sit down to watch the film.  His athleticism is abundantly apparent, as he has very good top speed and acceleration off the snap, and has great feet to adjust to moving targets and shuffle with multiple pass rush moves.  He plays at a consistently high level because of his smarts and his intensity, as he brings it every snap and has very good hands that keep his man off balance and away from his chest.  Rarely does a center merit a first round pick, but Alex is certainly deserving, as long as his ankle checks out.  I would not object to taking him somewhere in the teens, but would love to see him end up somewhere like Minnesota, who would then have brutal triangle of players with Adrian Peterson running behind Mack and All-Pro guard Steve Hutchinson.
