	SUMMARY

	B.J was academically ineligible for his junior year, but went back to school and enjoyed a solid senior season and really exploded onto the scene with a tremendous Senior Bowl where he dominated all week in practice, especially in 1 on 1 drills.  While he lacks the burst off the ball needed to play 3-technique, he has the versatility and experience to play the other 4-3 tackle spot, 3-4 DE, and in particular should excel at 3-4 nose tackle, where he can take advantage of his excellent strength at the POA and ability to shed blockers.  His conditioning is a concern, as his weight has fluctuated in the post season and he struggled to give consistent effort at times.  If he can improve in these areas, he should be a principal force at the POA, and is ideal for teams like Kansas City and Green Bay looking for a true nose to anchor their new 3-4 schemes.
