	SUMMARY

	At first glance Morgan looks to be too unathletic to start in the NFL, but when you take into account the other positive attributes of his, it becomes clear that he can be an effective player at the next level if utilized properly.  He will never be able to line up in man coverage and take away one side of the field by himself, but he will be effective in run support, as well as zone coverage.  He has the skill set to be an in the box safety, but I believe his best fit is as a Tampa 2 corner, where teams can take advantage of his physical play at the LOS and his intelligence and instincts in zone coverage.  While some teams like Oakland may not even have Morgan on their board, others like Chicago and Indianapolis will value him much higher, and I would not be surprised to see him taken in the 5th, or even as high as the 4th, especially considering the success of Michigan corners as of late in Cover 2 defenses in the NFL.
