	Lowery decided to return for his senior year after 10 INT’s as an All-American junior, and while I will always maintain that its in a player’s best interest to stay in school (except for the case of RB’s that carried a heavy workload in college, ie. Kevin Smith), he did not have anywhere near the production as a senior.  He is a smart player but does not attack the play in front of him and does not make as many tackles or break up as many passes as his athleticism shows he is capable of.  He has the athleticism of a first day pick, but does not show the top speed or burst needed to be a #1 CB in the NFL, and must improve his ball skills and consistency if he is to become an every down starter.
