	Glenn plays with an incredible motor that is all too rare for interior linemen in today's game.  He wears teams down by the 4th quarter not with his physical strength but with his conditioning and all out hustle.  He possesses elite athleticism for a DT, and constantly wreaks havoc in the backfield because of his incredible explosiveness off the ball.  He uses his hands well on a variety of pass rushing moves, and must continue to be aggressive in order to keep bigger linemen from locking out on him.  He was the clear leader of a national championship defense, and his teammates seem to feed off his energy and improve their level of play when he is on the field.
	While he does demonstrate good strength for his size, he has trouble holding the POA if linemen are able to lock out on him, and teams have had success running directly at him.  He saw a lot of double teams at LSU and struggled to break free.  Suffered a bad knee injury his senior season from an illegal chop block that limited his playing time and effectiveness, and now has a stress fracture situation similar to what Alan Branch had last year. 

	SUMMARY

	Dorsey has received a ton of recognition for his achievements at LSU, and while much of it is warranted, he is not for everyone and wouldn't be as effective or even an every down player in some systems, and really should be considered a 1-gap DT in a 4-3 system.  His best attribute is his competitiveness, as he plays all out every down and elevates the play of those around him.  His first step allows him to consistently get pressure and beat bigger, slower linemen off the snap.  He doesn’t necessarily make a ton of plays, but he is such a disruptive force he requires constant double-teams to neutralize him.  Personally I am not a big fan of undersized DTs, as they can at times be walled off or driven out too easily by an aggressive power running team, as evidenced with Glenn in LSU's game against Florida this year.  I also have to question his ability to stay consistently healthy because of his body size and style of play, as he absorbs a ton of punishment over the course of a game.  Barring injury status affecting him, he almost certainly will be drafted in the top 10, but whoever takes him needs to be sure he fits their system, and they can construct the talent around him.
