



Pro Prospect Scouting Report:
Watkins Williams   6’4   190 Ibs   Combo Guard

Strength:  Williams is very explosive around the rim…………at least close to about 40 inch vertical.  Has that kangaroo like spring in his jump, making him a highlight reel on the fast break and in traffic.  Shows that he can hit the mid range shot with consistency with the one and two dribble pull up.  Solid form and release on his jumper, as he gets good elevation while shooting.  While evaluating Williams, the attribute that impresses me the most about him, is that he attacks the rack with reckless abandon………..Slasher’s mentality that likes to keep the defense at his mercy  with a quick first step.  He has a solid frame, but could probably put on another 10 or so pound without loosing any quickness.  He shows the ability and confidence to score on the Pro level with a tight handle and scoring instincts.  Shows potential of being a grimy and gritty defender in the resemblance of future NBA pick Avery Bradley. 
Weaknesses:  Williams has to develop a point guard mindset, knowing when to score, and when to distribute the ball.  He has a solid jumper, but needs to expand his range consistently out to three point land.  His handle is solid, but to be really effective on the next level, he would have to develop breakdown moves under defensive pressure. 
Outlook:  Watkins Williams is definitely a Pro Prospect with great intangibles, good character, and an abundance of skills to get the job done.  He has great upside while still being young, and a willingness to work hard.
