· Bryce plays very deep in his net, similar to the European goalies of the 1990s

· His big size allows him to get in front of shots very easily

· His positioning is fairly good and seems to be able to block shots

· Bryce is very slow to get down into the butterfly, especially when he is covering the post

· Good reactions

· Slow recovery from the butterfly and from shots

· Generally a slow skater and mover throughout the crease

· Average rebound control

· Good with his glove and down low

· Needs work up high, specifically on his blocker side

· Has an active stick and can help set up the puck behind the net for his defensemen

· He often looks like he’s working too hard to make a simple save

· When he goes down in any position, he leaves small holes, including one between the tips of his pads and one under each arm
