Offensively
· Has good patience with the puck on the rush

· Hard and accurate shot – he sniped a shot on the far side on the rush during the Jr. A title game

· Passing needs work – his passes are rarely tape-to-tape

· Not good on faceoffs, needs a lot of work

· He has poor puck protection and must work on his strength to ensure he does not turn the puck over in the offensive zone

· Often does not know where to go in the offensive zone when set up and winds up just skating around

· No power play ice time

Defensively
· Great awareness in the defensive zone

· Backchecks faster than most on his team

· Anticipates the play wonderfully and is almost always in the right place at the right time

· Whenever there is a board battle, he waits on the defensive side of the puck and covers an open man

· Tries to play physically, but he just doesn’t seem strong enough to do so

· Is willing to sacrifice his body to block and shot and cause a turnover

· Brilliant awareness – he is always looking around and watching where all five opponents are on the ice

· No penalty kill ice time

· When under pressure in the defensive zone, he throws the puck out of the zone without looking, leading to a turnover

Skating, other intangibles
· Large, fast strides that give him very good speed

· When he gets tired, he won’t give that extra effort – he’ll simply stand in his position and wait for the puck to come toward him

· In the neutral zone, he is willing to sacrifice a potential offensive opportunity to make sure that the other team doesn’t get an odd-man rush

Overall
· Mark is a two-way player that specializes on the defensive side of the puck

· He has good offensive potential and looks great on the rush, but needs work when his team sets up in the offensive zone. He also must work on his passing and faceoffs

· He is fast and has great skating strides. He can catch opposing players on the backcheck

· Great hockey sense in the defensive and neutral zones – he can anticipate where the puck is going and snatch an opportunity to make a defensive play

· Though he is willing to play a physical game, he needs more strength, as he often gets pushed around
-Big, fast strides

-Defensively aware

-Good anticipation in the d-zone

- +1, A (while shorthanded) 

-Willing to play physically

-Good speed

- +1, A (his shot rebounded and was batted in by another player)

-Tries to play physically but just doesn’t look strong enough

-Goes down to block shots, sacrifices a tentative offensive chance to ensure a turnover doesn’t lead to a goal against

-Good anticipation

-Is patient with the puck

-No special teams ice time

-Not good on faceoffs

- +1, G (picked up puck in neutral zone, sped into offensive zone and sniped it far side)

-During other players’ board battles, he stays on the defensive side of the battle

-Under pressure in defensive zone, just throws the puck away

-So-so puck protection

-During board battles, he finds and covers the open man

-When tired, he doesn’t give the extra effort to make a play

-Often in the right place at the right time to make a defensive play

-Passing needs work

-Good awareness – head is always looking around

-Needs work in offensive zone setup – often not sure where to go
