	SUMMARY

	Matt is a high character guy who passes the eyeball test with is size at 6’6 and wide frame.  He has plenty of starting experience at LT and displays solid footwork.  However his struggles against the speed rushers would concern me at the NFL level as he got beat by average rushers, which will only get more difficult in the pros.  Even though he played LT his entire career at BYU, I think he would be best suited on the right side in the NFL as he does have the strength to handle the more powerful LDEs.  I have him graded as an early 3rd or late 2nd round pick, but he probably will be drafted a little bit higher especially if some of the junior prospects stay in school.  If a team drafts him high hoping for a franchise LT tackle I think they will be disappointed, but I think his competitiveness, strength and footwork would make for a solid RT that could start right away, but I don’t see a whole lot of upside or room for improvement.
