	SUMMARY

	From a skillset standpoint, Broyles has all the tools you would want in a WR.  He catches the ball well, runs smooth routes, gets in and out of his breaks quickly and sets up defenders to go for the big plays.  His size is going to be a bit of a concern especially with the struggles of former OU alumni Mark Clayton and Joaquin Iglesias struggling to make their mark at the next level, but nether were as productive as Broyles.  He certainly has the ability to be as dangerous as a Steve Smith or DeSean Jackson, so I would not rule him out as having starting potential, but his role in the NFL, might be best served as a No. 2 or slot WR at the next level and when you combine that with his punt return ability, he could be a valuable all-around player to add to a good team in the late 1st round or can be a nice sparkplug to add to a struggling team in the top of the 2nd round.  I think he could fit in nicely as a slot guy with a team like Dallas or New Orleans with their bigger WRs or could have a starting role with a team like New England or St Louis who thrive on quick short passes and RAC.
