He uses quick feet and hands to get in position and shield the defender from the play, he doesn’t drive defenders out of the play, but he can steer them out of the hole.  He comes of combo blocks well to get to the 2nd level and can get out from on pulling plays.  His best fit would be a team that prefers smaller athletic lineman in a zone blocking scheme as he lacks the brute strength to succeed in a power blocking scheme.
