	SUMMARY

	Gresham is a first-round caliber tight end prospect and will make one team very explosive in the passing game at his position.  He has the size and strength to be a better blocker, but this can be coached up in the NFL.
Even with his injury, Gresham is the top senior tight end in the nation by a wide margin.  He was the ultimate safety valve for quarterback Sam Bradford because he can get open quickly and goes over the middle with ease. 
Had he come out in the 2009 NFL Draft, Gresham may have been a first-round pick.  He's more or less a prototype tight end prospect who could start immediately. Gresham compares favorably to Jason Witten of the Cowboys.
In his only season as a starter, Gresham had 66 receptions for 950 yards and 14 touchdowns. As a sophomore, he had 37 receptions for 518 yards and 11 touchdowns.
The consensus top tight end in this year’s draft, Gresham has a very tall frame with great bulk and strength which allows for him to provide his quarterback a large, reliable target down the middle of the field. Gresham’s natural athleticism is tremendous, as is his ability to make plays with the ball in his hands. He’s absolutely outstanding at stretching the seam in the middle of the field. A playmaker at tight end who is more agile than he is quick, Jermaine has good straight-line speed with the ability to consistently beat a defense deep. He’s too fast for a linebacker to cover him and he’s far too big for a defensive back to cover him, which causes major matchup problems for defenses.
