	Shayne lacks the speed and lateral quickness of a middle linebacker.  He is not explosive and needs more play strength.  He injured his knee in his junior year and it has seemed to make him lose a step or two.  He has tight hips, which hinder him when he goes into man to man coverage.  Although a good tackler, he tries to tackle the feet of the runner at times, resulting in him missing.  He also gives up on too many plays when he still has an opportunity to make an impact. 

	SUMMARY

	Shayne puts up good stats for a linebacker but it could be attributed to the style of defense he plays in.  Being a slow inside linebacker in a 3-4 defense, it hides some of his weaknesses and allows him to make an impact in the middle of the field.  Shayne would not excel in a 4-3 defense in the NFL.  He is a smart player with good instincts and can react quickly to the ball.  He shoots the gap well but doesn’t have the explosive burst needed to finish the play.  Shayne is entering the 2013 season as a fifth year senior and if he has a successful campaign, he could help his draft stock tremendously.  He will need to get faster for the NFL combine as I anticipate his 40 yard dash time to be slower than teams would like and expect.  Shayne may be drafted higher, but I have him going in the late third-early fourth round of the 2014 NFL Draft.
