While he is a mauler in the run game, he is very solid in pass protection. He will need to improve his feet to better protect the QB but that is a fixable trait. And although he only processes average athleticism, he makes up for that problem with solid technique, very good instincts, and a great football IQ. With his overall ability as a guard, he has pro bowl potential and may prove to be the best guard in the 2014 draft class.
