BODY/ATHLETICISM: 
Great size and length, being 6’11” and having about a +3 wingspan. Good speed for a big man. Has great strength and big hands. Could be quicker on his lateral movement.



SHOOTING: 
Great finisher around the rim. Scores a lot with layups off the glass. Can finish layups above the rim and below the rim. Dunks when he has space. Does a good job score on the second chance opportunities when his team misses the first shot. Not very efficient when shooting jump shots. Wasn’t as efficient from the free throw line, he went 2-6. He will likely improve from the free-throw line, he averaged 77.8% in his recent world cup season. Not known for being a 3-point shooter, he didn’t take any 3-pointers in the game.



POSITION OFFENSE: 
Tends to be used in pick-n-roll scenarios. Will set a screen in the high post/3 point line area to get open and take the ball to the rim. He is mainly in the paint area by the rim on offense. He often gets passed the ball and aggressively works his way to the rim. Is also in the in the low post area for rebounding shot misses and quickly scoring off them. 



DEFENSE/REBOUNDING
Great rebounder on both offense and defense. Had 16 total rebounds, 8 offensive rebounds and 8 defensive rebounds. His length and size make it tough to get shots up against him. Tends to get beat when having to defend his man near the 3-point line. Will give other team time to take shots when late to defend his man. Needs to be faster moving laterally.


MISCELLANEOUS: 
A great all-around player overall. Plays well on both offense and defense. Will be one of the main sources of offense for the University of Washington. In this exhibition match, he led both teams in points and rebounds. Had a double-double with 22 points (10-15 FG) and 16 rebounds. He works hard and puts in a lot of effort. He’s still young and will likely only improve from here.



OVERALL RATING:
He will likely be one of the best players in the Big 10 conference this season. If he continues to play like this throughout the season, he could potentially be a pick in the 2026 NBA draft.
