Vernon has the ability to keep the play alive with his quickness and agility, this bodes well for him as he very patiently works through his progressions. His confidence that he can make a big play at any time is both a strength and a weakness, he can make those throws that will bring a team back in the game, but can also find himself holding the ball so long that he takes a sack, making it much harder to convert the next down. He shows that he can make all the throws, but he is very inconsistent and misses some easy throws, especially when he is on the move, mainly due to his footwork.
