	SUMMARY

	Larry was a two-time MAC player of the year, which is no small feat considering the outstanding QB player generally seen in the conference.  On film he lives up to the height, as he was clearly one of the most explosive pass rushers in college football.  He plays with the type of reckless abandon that is all too rare in today’s game, and has the versatility to play with his hand down in a 4-3 or step out as a rush OLB in a 3-4.  While he struggles to consistently make change directions and make plays in space at times, he clearly has the athleticism and drive to make a Dwight Freeney type impact on the game if he continues to develop his skills, and is deserving of being taken among the top 15 picks of this year’s draft.
