When breaking up plays in front of him he reaches around the receiver with getting penalties with his back arm.  Showed improved aggressiveness at LOS his senior year.
	While he measured well at the Combine, he does not have the top speed to stay with fast NFL WR’s.  He is consistently in position but does not always finish plays off.  Must attack with better angles and use better tackling technique.  Does not have optimal explosiveness.

	SUMMARY

	The decision to return to school for his senior year was a great decision, even though Antoine’s draft stock might not have improved.  He is much more accountable and willing against the run, and breaks up more passes on a consistent basis, instead of waiting for the play to happen in front of him.  While he lacks the top speed and explosiveness he more than makes up for it with his intelligence and instincts, and is a solid athlete as well.  He is not as flashy as some of the corners that will be taken before him, but he will be a consistent, reliable starter in the NFL.
