Played a lot more in the box this year and that led to his numbers not being where they were his Junior year. Injuries are a concern  - he must be tested and needs to stay healthy in the pros. Could use work on his tackling technique. Overall, he has all the talent worthy of being a 1st Round pick and depending on Taylor Mays of USC entering the draft; should be the first safety off the board. I don’t feel as though he should be a 1st Round pick personally; but would be a great value in the 2nd Round.
