Overall Notes:
A great physical player with good skating and shooting. Biggest thing needed to work on is timing on his hitting, as stated before he tends to go for the big highlight reel hit instead of taking the puck, leaving him out of position. If makes better decisions in this category then could become complete player. Probably the 2nd or 3rd best player on the ice for both teams. Is ready for full-time jump to Junior A, most likely as a 3rd line winger.
Projections:
Should finish year top 5 in team scoring, and first in hits. If opportunity rises, could play Junior A. Not likely to play in NHL, but could be a legitimate ECHL or even AHL player if continues to work hard. Could see him playing Junior A as early as January or February, but probably will finish out year in Sylvan Lake and have a strong spring camp.
