	SUMMARY

	Cordy is a little out of place at LT, but his experience at guard would make for a sound move back inside in the pros.  His time at both RG and LG give him enough versatility to take advantage of any opportunity.  He has the sheer size and strength to play right away as a rookie at either guard spots.  I don’t think he will be a great for teams that rely more on screens and stretch run plays, but rather a more power blocking scheme that will allow him to fire of the ball.  If he can better define his body in the weight room, that should help his ability to move around some and be more effective in space.
