Contrary to popular belief, he is not a “can’t miss” prospect, he needs to develop better ball security and make better decisions, he benefited from a very talented Stanford team with NFL offensive lineman.  He exceled in a pro style West Coast offense, though he does have the ability to play in any scheme, his short accuracy would be best served in a similar system.  He still will need to improve his intermediate accuracy to complete passes downfield to WRs.  Could also stand to develop a little more gunslinger mentality to convert on 3rd down.  Bottom line Luck has elite measurables to go with his good football character and intangibles for an NFL team to feel comfortable selecting him high in the draft
