Should be able to contribute early on 3rd down passing situations and develop into a starter on the outside once he gets stronger.  With his speed and ability to sift through traffic, he should be able to help on coverage units as well.  Bottom line, Sean is a good football player with the athletic ability to make plays, he just lacks the size to be an overall dominant player, but he can definitely carve out a niche for himself as a solid mid round selection.
