BODY/ATHLETICISM:

Has a nice build for a forward and is very athletic. Quick leaper. Is young so can still fill out as a small forward if he makes it to the next level. Rebounds well and can take some contact. Quick first step but sometimes his body goes before he has actually made his mind up on what he wants to do. 6’9 but his wingspan easily pushes him above the 7’0 range.  Strong shoulders and moves well on defense. Has swift hands for a forward as well. 
SHOOTING:

Mcadoo has a pretty rotation on his shot but struggles tremendously at the free throw line. Will need to improve at the free throw line, especially since he is very active at the rim and gets to the line significantly. Also needs to work on his back to the basket game. Can shoot need to improve his jumpshot going forward, but has improved his shooting percentage over his college career.  Is not a three point threat at all, and is smart enough not to shoot outside of the 18’ range. 
POSITION OFFENSE:

Unselfish on the offensive end, sometimes a little too unselfish. Has a decent low post game allowing him to be able to get to the rim with ease. Handles the ball well in transition if he needs to. Will finish with either hand near the rim. Haven’t seen too many post up moves where he uses the other hand though. Not a verbal floor general but hustles and plays hard.  Gets teammates involved and moves well without the ball. Prefers to face up and drive to the hole instead of settling for the jumpshot, sometimes will overdrive instead of shooting the jumper. Sets good hard screens and rolls to the basketball with the intention of finishing strong

DEFENSE/REBOUNDING:

Moves his feet good on defense and gambles sometime for the steal, but usually wins the gamble. Quick off his feet making him a threat to block a shot, even though his numbers do not actually show it.  Solid 1on1 ball defender and with his length is a good help defender as well. Hits the defensive boards hard. Does need to improve his shot blocking ability, but will not stop his strong game on the defensive end. At 6’8, rebounds well and if he goes forward, those numbers will look even better from the SF position. He does play good help defense and being 6’8 with his wingspan making him well over 7’0 makes it hard on opposing players to get around it. Does not get a lot of steals but knows how to finish off of long misses.
MISCELLANEOUS: 

Good poise, competitive guy.  He plays hard every night, but needs to work on his free throw shooting. Can tell he has worked some on his offensive game as his numbers have improved since last year tremendously. Sometimes needs to calm down a little as it seems he can go to fast for the game. Won’t be the verbal leader but will give all his effort during the game. 
OVERALL RATING:

Mcadoo got a lot of hype his freshman year and while most of it was unfair, in the right situation he could be a decent player. If he got on a team in which he didn’t have to be a leader, he could probably find his niche in the league ala Tyler Hansbrough. His free throw shooting will definitely have to improve though as he might be a liability in the league from that. His athletic ability though and nice build for the small forward position could get him an invite to a camp this year. Might not be bad for him to stay in school one more year, but if he came out for the 2014 season, he could be a late second round pick or he could go polish up his game overseas. The D league might work, but a strong overseas team would be a better challenge for Mcadoo.
